Reading


Recapping phase 3 and phase 4 blends and clusters. Practising blending and segmenting words containing grapheme phoneme correspondence. 


Learning to spell phase 2/3/4 tricky words.


Learning to spell Year 1 Common Exception Words.


Grouped reading sessions supported by an adult or independent task/Nessy. 


Pausing at the end of a sentence and looking for a full stop/exclamation mark. 


Practising sounding out in their head to build reading fluency.


Use of expression when reading.


Reading words in contracted form (it’s, don’t) and understanding the use of the apostrophe.


Predicting a story and linking it to own experiences.


Writing


Develop phonetic knowledge to support spelling and common exception words – spelling days of the week.

Using capital letters, finger spaces, full stops and conjunction ‘and’.


Retelling traditional tales e.g. Cinderella with finger puppets, hot seating, ballroom dancing, story mountain to plan then write independent retell of the story in 3 parts (beginning, middle, end). 


Plan and write own story e.g. fairy tale.


Writing instructions to a Christmas craft.
